INSTRUCTIONS

1. DO NOT CHANGE A THING ON THESE DOCUMENTS EXCEPT WHERE IT IS RED OR POSSIBLY HIGHLIGHTED.  IF YOU CHOOSE TO VENTURE OFF ON YOUR OWN MAKING CHANGES AND LOSE YOUR CASE, DON’T BLAME ANYONE BUT YOURSELF!

2. GET YOUR SUPPLIES:

a. 3 cent stamps

b. Family crest stamp or “stamper” to stamp over 3 cent stamp

c. Purple or blue ink pen

d. Ink pad and purple ink

e. Gold ink pen

f. 8 ½ X 11 copy paper

g. Color ink cartridge

3. You will be filing a Petition to Compel by Notary Presentment attaching Exhibits including an original seal/stamped certified copy of the Affidavit of Walker Todd.  The Petition to Compel is directly between you and the attorney AND it is clocked into the court (copy to court), but sent to the attorney notary presentment by certified mail/electronic records.  It is clocked into the court records to be placed in your case only.  The Petition to Compel is a 3 day default for response.   If no response in 3 days, it is then followed by the Precipe along with the Petition for Relief for court hearing you set.  This is filed into the court and a copy sent to the attorney.
IN YOUR PETITION TO COMPEL (6 PAGES TOTAL)-YOU WILL MAKE 3 ORIGINAL COLOR COPIES  (ALL THE SAME) 1 GOES TO THE ATTORNEY, 1 GOES INTO YOUR COURT FILE AND 1 FOR YOUR RECORDS

4. The upper right corner of the Petition to Compel has numbers in gold which you will need to delete and hand-write in gold ink the numbers of your social security number without dashes.  DO NOT CHANGE THE COLOR FROM GOLD—DO NOT USE DASHES!
Complete the Petition to Compel (6 pages) changing everything in red or highlighted yellow to your situation.  When completed be SURE to change ALL red text to black and remove ALL highlighting from the document before printing.  When completed, print in color 3 sets of originals and sign all of them in purple or blue ink in front of the notary for notary presentment.  

Before going to the notary, place the 3 cent stamp on the box of the first page (right upper corner), the last page (bottom right corner) and back of last page (bottom right corner).  
At the very top left corner of the 3 cent stamp, you will “STAMP OUT” the 3 cent stamp.  Use your family crest (any type, same size as stamp) “a stamper” and stamp in purple over the top left corner of the 3 cent stamp.  You can buy these at a hobby store if you don’t have one made.  Use Scooby Doo for all it matters, but use the same crest stamp on all of your documents from start to finish in your suit.  KEEP IT CONSISTENT ALL THE WAY THROUGH!

Sign your name diagonally over the stamp and crest starting from the bottom left across to the upper right where it is visible— in purple or blue ink only starting before the left edge of the stamp and going past the edge on the right.

5. After the 3 day default, file your Precipe and Petition for Relief the same way (NOTARY PRESENTMENT) clocked into the court record and a copy sent to attorney setting your hearing date.  Pay for your Trial by Jury at Clerk of Court.
6. You will be demanding a trial by jury rather than a jury trial (there is a difference).  Please make sure you pay for it when you file your Precipe and Petition for Relief.  

7. You will have a hearing set for your Petition for Relief.  Attend the hearing demanding Judgment in your favor and/or Trial by Jury stating it’s been paid for.   The court does not have any jurisdiction other than to render damages on your Petition for Relief if docs are not presented in re:  to the Petition to Compel.   If the attorney shows up, object to everything that he does if the judge does not give you Judgment and/or Trial by Jury.  Objecting sets up your ability to appeal!
If the court allows a new hearing to be set because the attorney does not show up to the hearing (and the attorney will not), demand the judgment in your favor or you will appeal automatically.  APPEAL!!!!!  Check with the Clerk of Court before you leave the courthouse that day, find out how much the appeal costs, find out how much time you have to file it and get a copy of the NOTICE OF APPEAL that is generally at the Clerk of Court.  It is a pre-typed form where you fill in the blanks.  Some appeals have bonds that are required.  Ask this too while you’re there.  It is important to appeal because you are appealing a technicality of law.  The law says if the opposing attorney doesn’t show up, YOU WIN!  Check your state laws.
